Clicker training a retrieve is rapid and enjoyable for any dog. Even dogs who naturally dislike retrieving can learn to enjoy this behavior, necessary for the sport of obedience.

· Elevate Your Training

Platform training offers numerous tactics in training most obedience exercises in a manner that is more rapid and more reinforcing for the dog.

· Preparing For Competition Day

Trial Day = Distracting environment with neither food nor toy in sight. How to prepare yourself and your dog for the moment you hear “Are You Ready?” from the obedience judge.

Working and auditing spots will be limited.

There are 14 working spots for the weekend. Please note that there are no one-day spots for this seminar, as Sunday will build on Saturday’s exercises. You may only work one dog for the weekend as the exercises are progressive.
Dogs must be crated quietly when not working in an activity. If any dog is unable to rest quietly in the crate, it will need to be moved to your vehicle so as to allow for optimal learning for all participants.
Working teams may videotape themselves working with their own dogs but not any other part of the seminar.
